Training Requirements for Voluntary Prekindergarten (VPK) Program Instructors

In accordance with s. 1002.55, F.S., and s. 1002.63, F.S., all VPK instructors must complete three 5-hour
(15 hours) emergent literacy courses to meet lead VPK instructor credential requirements by July 1,
2022. In addition, all VPK Instructors must complete one emergent literacy course every five years after
initially completing the three emergent literacy training courses in order to maintain VPK Instructor

eligibility.

In accordance with s. 1002.55, F.S., and s. 1002.63, F.S., all VPK instructors must complete training on
the performance standards adopted for use in VPK programs by July 1, 2022.

The following emergent literacy courses can be completed to meet the 15-hour emergent literacy training

requirements for VPK Instructors.
